Urgent dental problems include the following conditions, which
should receive self-help advice and treatment (where appropriate)
within 24 hours:

« Dental and soft-tissue infections

e Severe dental and facial pain: that is, pain that cannot be
controlled by the patient following self-help advice

e Fractured teeth or tooth

The service operates from 14 different locations across Greater
Manchester and patients can choose to be seen at the location
most convenient for them.
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
